Survey

The results of survey show that my classmates go shopping once a month, one of them goes  shopping every day. On average they go shopping four times a month.
Majority of them live in Prešov , only one person lives in a village.

Six out of ten people d oshopping  to  town, the rest  rest of them go to a  city.
The answers on question: “Which shops do you prefer to buy everyday goods from?“  were different. My schoolmates mentioned very often TESCO (four times), CROPP TOWN (three times) , then INTERSPORT, MAX and the others...

Only two out of nine people are not satisfied with the customer service at the shops they  visit, while on a question “What would you improve ? “ five of them said that a shop assistant...

They think that assistants are not nice and shops need more assistants.
Almost 67% would  improve prices, 55% want better sellection of goods and some of them want better quality of shops.
Opinons on “What would you like improve“ and “What don´t you like about our shops“ are nearly the same, bad shop assistants, prices, range of products ... but most of them agreed that there are too many people in the shops.
Nobody agreed on “What kind of shop you miss in your town“. The answers were very different ranging from a big “shopping centre“ to “gardenshop“
